The sixth grade language arts students will intensively study advanced concepts of grammar including the differences between parts of speech vs. grammatical functions; Latin prefixes; roots and suffixes and their meanings; how suffixes can inform one of a particular word’s part of speech; and the art of a sentence’s word order.  In doing the latter, the students will become more confident in his/her understanding of parts of speech, functions and sentence inversion.  Sixth graders will learn the value of transitional words and phrases and the correct use of the semi-colon.  Additionally, they will “chunk” sentences into different parts, sometimes beginning with a dependent clause, and other times, employ the standard subject-predicate order. Throughout the year, students will write essays and stories, primarily focusing on the three types the PARCC test recognizes.  Furthermore, the sixth grade Language Arts pupils will write in the active voice, using consistent verb tenses throughout his/her piece.  The students will also be exposed to Shakespeare, Hemingway, Whitman and E.E. Cummings.  Vocabulary extension will occur as spelling rules will be explored.  The students will learn mnemonic devices for both of these practices.
